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Confidentiality Agreement

By and between 

OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE whose registered offices are at Rue des Quatre Vents, 60 – 1080 Molenbeek, validly represented by Bert Dhondt. Hereinafter referred to as “OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE”

on the one part,

and

[Name] , domiciled or Registered offices at [address]


hereinafter referred to as “the consultant/supplier” 

on the other part.
Whereas: 

1.
OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE intends to make available certain information of confidential nature to the participant, either because OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE wishes to entrust or has entrusted the participant with an analysis or consultancy mission, defined in more detail in the schedule hereto, or because the participant wishes to examine, with OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE’s consent, certain information of confidential nature relative to OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE, for the purpose defined in more detail in the schedule hereto, or because the participant, being an employee of a company to which OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE shall make available confidential information, shall also have access to the same; 

2.
OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE wants to preserve the confidential character of said information and will make it available to the participant subject to the latter’s compliance with the terms and conditions of this agreement. 

It was agreed as follows: 

1.
OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE will communicate to the participant and the participant will have access to confidential information, written or verbal (hereinafter referred to as the “Information, ”  described in more detail in the schedule), which may concern OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE, and for example, its products, services, projects, inventions, expertise, trade secrets, personnel, shareholders, financial means and resources, current and potential customers, trading partners, security mechanisms, files, network, software and databases. 

As regards confidential Information transmitted to OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE by a third party under cover of confidentiality, the participant shall protect said Information in the same way as the Information of OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE itself, as this agreement shall grant a direct right to said third party against the participant to preserve the confidentiality of the Information and for the compliance (by the participant) with the obligations stipulated by this agreement. 

2.
This Information is strictly confidential and shall not be disclosed by the participant to anyone, nor exploited or used by the participant for purposes other than the carrying out of his or her mission or the examination of said Information as authorised by OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE, without the prior, written consent of OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE. 

The participant shall take all organisational, technical, logical, physical and other such measures to preserve the confidentiality of the Information including, as and when necessary, the encryption of said Information on the IT media used. He or she shall transmit said Information to his or her employees/colleagues only if said transmission is necessary for the achievement of the objective for which the Information was disclosed to the participant, and in such case only to those persons for which said transmission is of use. 

3.
If the participant wishes to engage the services of a subcontractor for the carrying out of his or her mission or for the examination of the Information, s/he shall select only subcontractor(s) that have the skills, qualities and honesty required, shall first provide OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE with all useful information relative to said subcontractor and shall subsequently, prior to communicating any Information to said contractor, obtain the written approval of OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE.  The participant shall have all the obligations stipulated in this agreement strictly complied with by the subcontractor(s) and shall have an appropriate undertaking of confidentiality signed (by the subcontractor(s)), as and when required, and shall in any event remain solely responsible to OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE for the proper performance of his or her mission and the compliance with the confidentiality of the Information by the subcontractor(s) s/he has called on with the authorisation OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE. 

4.
The participant shall make no copies of the documents and Information received, shall return all documents to OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE or destroy them as instructed by OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE at the end of his or her mission or upon request by OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE, and shall certify in writing, at the request of OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE, that all documents have been duly returned or destroyed.  All the documents and data provided by OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE to the participant, irrespective of the medium, shall remain the property of OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE; the participant shall acquire no right or title, license to use or intellectual or industrial property rights on said documents or data.  The participant shall have the confidentiality of the Information observed by persons for which s/he is responsible, if necessary by having them likewise sign an undertaking of confidentiality that provides obligations equivalent to those of the present agreement. 

5.
The results of the participant’s mission shall be transmitted by the participant only to the persons designated in the schedule.  They shall not be reused or mentioned by the participant in any way whatsoever, including for scientific or academic activities, be it merely to mention that they come from an analysis carried out by a Belgian company the identity of which is not disclosed, without the prior consent of  OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE.

6.
The obligations of confidentiality provided by this agreement shall remain in force even after the participant’s mission has come to an end, for an unspecified period, until and unless the Information becomes generally known by means other than disclosure by or the fault of the participant or of a person for whom s/he is responsible. 

7.
The participant shall not mention that s/he has carried out a mission for OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE, without the prior, written consent of OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE, nor that s/he has had access to confidential Information relative to OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE, even without divulging said Information. 

8.
The agreement shall not apply to Information that:

· was already in the possession of the participant before the signing of the present agreement, provided that the participant can prove it; 

· was already generally known before the signing of the present agreement or become generally known by means other than disclosure by or the fault the participant; 

· must be transmitted to a public or court authority after an administrative or court decision communicated to the participant.

9.
The participant acknowledges that the disclosure of confidential Information in violation of the obligations of this agreement is likely to cause a very sizeable economic and commercial loss for OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE, and that OXFAM SOLIDARITEIT/SOLIDARITE would then be entitled to claim full compensation for said loss, without any prejudice to any and all temporary or extremely urgent action as and when necessary. 


10.
This contract is completed by a schedule which constitutes an integral part thereof.  It is governed exclusively by the material law rules of Belgian law. Any and all disputes shall fall under the exclusive jurisdiction of the Brussels district courts.
